The savoury oak
plays a supporting role and It
finishes with lovely soft tannins.

Barossa

The 2021 vintage had excellent
winter rains, near average rainfall
and a full moisture profile in the soil,
the vines flourished throughout the
season. An excellent fruit set in the
spring followed by a warm dry
summer preceded mild vintage
conditions ensured that the grapes
achieved their optimal phenolic
maturity. This is an exceptional
vintage, producing balanced wines
with great fruit intensity and
concentration.
